Malawi all the more. Our kids are enjoying the hot OUR MEDA TS
temperatures since they are in the middle of swim

season here. So far they are doing great and enjoying some exciting
competitions. Mom and Dad are learning the difference between the butterfly

and breaststroke and enjoy cheering for their little swimmers as they race
down the lanes.

In ministry news we are continuing to pursue water well projects here in Malawi. Our first project was
started at the feeding center we partner with (Kids’ World Outreach) only to come to an abrupt stop
once Danny read a notice in the local paper. It seems that anyone wanting to drill a well in Malawi must
receive approval and permission from the Ministry of Water and Irrigation and pay for a permit before
they can legally drill a well.

Since we were not sure where to go next or how to get started on the process our efforts came to a
grinding halt. In a strange turn of events Danny was introduced to a Malawian man living here in
Blantyre and teaching at the country’s main technical school. This man happens to have studied at a
university in the US for three years before returning to Malawi. His field of study included water
projects such as the ones we are involved in.

Thanks to Mr. ChavulaOs advice and guidance Danny was able to work through the forms and papen
required and submit them to the correct office in Lilongwe. Now we are waiting for apgirenadill once

againmove ahead with the water well projects.
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Danny was able to put his artistic abilities to use in \ €
helping friends with some decorations for their
new baby house here in Blantyre (he was joined
in the effort by three helpful assistants). This
home is an extension of an orphanage in
southern Malawi where there is no access to
the medical care the infants and very ill
g+ children need. The very small and very
- sick babies will be moved to the new house
. in Blantyre so that they will have better
access to medical care. We were able to
donate mosquito nets through Streets of
Africa (Oklahoma City) for the opening of this
home. At that time the couple directing the
home inquired of Danny’s artistic abilities.
Danny tackled the task of creating 25 wooden
critters to adorn the walls of the baby house.

Introducing PASTOR HYUN
(sh-un)

We would do a great disservice to his testimony to t
to tell it ourselves so until we are able to get him to
write it down on paper we will just give you some loé
highlights Pastor Hyun is pictured heaéthe orphan
school he startenh Malawi in 2004. Since we have
become friends with him and his family we decided
take a day and go see some of the ministry he is
involved in. As we walked around the sir@ plot of
land where over 100 orphans are educated and fed
daysa week, Pastor Hyun shared part$is amazing
story of how he came to call Malawi his home.

Pastor Hyun told us that the Methodist church he attended in Korea wanted to support mission
work in Malawi, already financially supporting work in 7 African countries, they wanted to do
more. So this church sent Pastor Hyun, his wife and two small boys to Malawi. They arrived in
Malawi ten years ago with suitcases and no ability to communicate in the local language or in
English. They struggled to show God’s love to the people here although they met opposition at
nearly every turn. The country they were so willing to serve did not seem eager to have them here.
Overcoming death threats and two near death experiences due to health issues, Pastor Hyun’s
home church told him to come home. Amazingly, Pastor Hyun said he would not leave until he
knew God had released him to do so. Not that the thought hadn’t crossed his mind. Pastor
Hyun’s family was ready to flee back to their home when he felt the very distinct voice of God
speaking.
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Pastor Hyun heard God say that He had never given up on him
and He wasnOt ready for him to give up yet either. Pastor
HyunOs perspective began to change as he viewed his work not
as his own, but as belonging to the One who had called him. He
boldly spoke to the ones threatening his life that whether he

lived or died it was no matter, he was going to serve here in
obedience to God. Through some miraculous events, the
threats being made on his life stopped. He was also able to
receive the medication he needed for his
health issues under the
care of his Korean
physicians.

As we sat drinking in this amazing story, and feeling rather like spiritual
weaklings, we had a thought... Natalie asked Pastor Hyun how the
Methodist church came to be in South Korea. He smiled and told us
that American missionaries had started it many years ago.

We couldn’t help but smile with him as we absorbed how God had
worked through obedient Christians in America to reach the Korean
people with the Gospel. How these Korean people had accepted the Gospel,
embraced it and grown to such a point that they were able and willing to send out their own missionaries to Africa.
In sending out this family they are sharing God’s love with the people of Malawi and offering children without a
future, without parents to care for them, the opportunity to receive an education and two meals a day. Pastor Hyun
says he has days and moments that continue to frustrate and overwhelm him but he reminds himself that this is not
his work to worry over, it is God’s work. He does not have his name on any project he does. He has started
churches and orphanages in villages in Malawi and turned them over to the community and moved on to the next
project. His main goal is to show God’s love to the people of this country.

How great is our God, sing with me how great is our God and all
will see how great, how great is our God.

Thank you for your faithful
support. We look forward to what the year will ho Id and appreciate your prayers, thoughts
and enco uragement as we strive to be what God would have us to be here in this place.

At this time we have a specific request in regard to our kidsO education. It has become evident to
us that they need services that are not available to us here. If anyone has access to a reading
specialist/special needs teacher that would be willing to answer questions and offer some advice
on how we can best address the needs we have we would be so appreciative. Whenever our
family or ministry come to your mind pl ease join us in praying about decisions concerning the
education of our children, our discernment as we continue to support various ministries in this
country and the patience and love we need to live as salt and light.
